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Course Description:

This final course of the allied health program focuses on practical application of skills and theories previously learned. Students will complete an internship at a health care facility by the end of the senior year.  Recent advances in health care, medical ethics, and  

advanced anatomy and physiology are taught.  Students will exercise skills related to seeking and keeping employment and leadership development.  Instruction on test taking and applying to college are integrated into the course.

 Outcomes:

 Students will: 

1. Complete an off-campus internship

2. Provide patient teaching and education.
3. Communicate effectively with other members of the health care team

4. Complete job applications and interviews

5. Complete a career portfolio

6. Maintain and keep accurate records

7. Complete Senior Exit Project (Capstone Project)

8. Participate in critical thinking activities related to ethical issues in health care

9. Demonstrate an understanding of advanced anatomy and physiology and medical terminology.

10. Conduct an inquiry and complete the application process for at least three colleges/universities.
